2) Select year and program:  Select “Census 2000”

3) Search for:  Select “Census Tract” (then wait 5-30 seconds for processing)

4) Select a state:  Select “California” (then wait 5-30 seconds for processing)

5) Select a county:  Select the county of the project. (then wait 5-30 seconds for processing)

6) Enter tract:  Enter a Neighborhood Service Area census tract number (then wait 5-30 second for process)

7) Select a geography and click ‘OK’:  Highlight the census tract number and click the ‘OK’ tab

8) A list of search results will appear

9) Click the link to “DP-1. Profile of General Demographic Characteristics: 2000”

10) Look for the subject of “Total Population” (This will provide the total population of the census tract)

11) Repeat these steps for the remaining census tracts in the Neighborhood Service Area

12) Applicants may have to estimate if a census tract does not completely fall within the Neighborhood Service Area

3) Look for the subject of “Employment Status”, Unemployed, Percent of civilian labor force.  This will provide the percentage of unemployed residents within the census tract.
