Located in the City of Santa Ana, this project will construct a new 21,000 square foot wing and 
exhibits focusing on Air Quality, Solar Energy, New Technology, California Natural Resources, 
Recycling, Water Resources, and Sustainable Design Practices. 

Sacramento Museum of History, Science and Technology $7,000,000 
 Earth & Space Sciences Center 
Construct a new 13,000 square feet, Earth and Space Sciences Center, which will include a 
large full-domed theater/planetarium, a Living Machine waste water recycling exhibit, a Magic 
Planet exhibit, interpretive alternative energy exhibits, and interactive indoor/outdoor earth 
systems sciences exhibits. 

East Bay Zoological Society $7,000,000 
 The California Trail 
Construct “The California Trail” at the Oakland Zoo, a 60 acre expansion, featuring native 
California mega fauna, including grizzly bear, black bear, mountain lion, bison and tule elk, wolf 
and bald eagle exhibits. 

LA County Natural History Museum $7,000,000 
 North Campus Learning Gardens & Nature Lab 
Construct a series of outdoor interpretive gardens and facilities encompassing 150,000 square 
feet outside the Museum’s main entrance, including a 500 seat outdoor amphitheater and step 
garden, urban edge, home and pollinator gardens, a “Get Dirty” zone, nature laboratory, bridge, 
pond and stream.

 Randall Museum
