This project will create a new park named Orchard Village Park in the city of Winters to
include acquisition and development of 3.4 acres and construction of a new
trail/exercise path, sports field, community garden, open space, and landscaping.

Through community based planning meetings, youth, seniors, and families selected
these features. Additional design ideas from residents to be included in the project are:

e Place trail at the park perimeter, place trees as a buffer to residential buildings and as
shade along the trails, place sports field at Eastern side.

e Maintain good visibility through the park, security lighting.

o Add art tiles to the park created by after-school program children and other residents
that tie in local culture and history.

e 15 CCC members will install irrigation, 60 youth will participate in initial cleanup, and
other environmental work, 20 Rotary Club youth will plant landscaping.

The project will include these sustainable techniques:

Irrigation system will include rain sensors, timers, drip emitters.

Grading to capture runoff.

10% of materials for the project will be made from recycled materials.

Use drought tolerant, non-invasive plants and non-irrigated wildflower mix.

Use energy efficient outdoor lighting, make a connection to the Bikeway Master
Plan, preserve special status trees, and capture runoff from off-site sources.

The park will be open daily from 6 AM — 10 PM. No entrance or membership fees will be
charged.
