Chautauqua-by-the-Sea, as the Hall was known, was
constructed by the Methodist Epicopal Church in 1881.

= Thefirst school in Pacific Grove was held in the Hall in the summer of
1864. The building has also served as a meeting hall for the Boy Scouts

and the Chautauqua Literary and Scientific Circle. It continues to be an
important center for cultural activities in Pacific Grove.
