The Merced County Library was 
originally built as Merced’s first 
designated high school in 1897. In 
1921 it became the County’s library 
and has housed a number of other 
agencies throughout the years.

In 1984, the Merced County High 
School, also known as the Old 
Merced County Library Building,
was listed on the National Register of 
Historic Places and designated as a 
Merced City Historic Site in 1986.
