® Management intent is to maintain and
improve the coastal access and
recreation opportunities at Waddell
Beach and RDO, as the western
gateway into Big Basin and the
West Waddell Creek State Wilderness.

® Protect cultural resources,
special status plant and wildlife
habitats.
