ATTACHMENT 1 - STATEMENT OF WORK

A.
PURPOSE AND OVERVIEW

As set forth in this Agreement, and in Invitation for Bid (IFB) DPR 3790-54-01 and the Contractor’s response thereto, the Contractor shall be responsible for providing and maintaining a Computer Aided Dispatch System (CAD), including a Mobile Automation System (MAS) component, and a Records Management System (RMS), component for the Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR). 

 B.
TERM

The term of this Agreement shall commence upon the date specified on the Standard Agreement, STD 213IT, and expire upon the earlier of: (1) the end of five (5) calendar years following the effective date of the Maintenance Phase for the CAD component; or (2) seven (7) calendar years following the effective date on the STD 213IT. 
The Contractor shall not be authorized to deliver or commence performance of services, as described in this Agreement, until written approval has been obtained from all entities.  Any delivery or performance of service that is commenced prior to the signing of the Agreement shall be considered voluntary on the part of the Contractor and non-compensable. 

C.
AMOUNT

The amount of this Agreement shall not exceed $ (State shall enter the Contractor’s quote amount from Lines 1 – 7 in Table VII-I + additional funds for Unanticipated Tasks here). Upon exercise of its option to purchase the Enterprise Roll-Out, the State may amend the Agreement amount to add the requisite funds as bid by the Contractor. Additional funds for Unanticipated Tasks as defined in IFB 3790-54-01 may be added to this Agreement via amendment, subject to available funding and approval by the Department of General Services (DGS).

D.
DEFINITIONS

LICENSEE. The “Licensee” shall mean, individually and collectively, (i) the Department of Parks and Recreation, and (ii) California State agencies for which Licensee performs services; provided that, use of the Products for such Additional California Entities is limited to Licensee’s Products, and updates to those Products. Notwithstanding the foregoing, in addition to itself, DPR dispatches for the following allied agencies: Department of Fish and Game, the National Parks Service, the Mountains Recreation and Conservation Authority, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, and the Department of Developmental Services. No allied agency will have direct access to the Contractor’s system. Should an allied agency require direct access to the Contractor’s system, and such access is considered beyond the scope of this Agreement, the allied agency would be responsible for procuring access separately. 

LICENSEE SITE. The “Licensee Site” shall mean the Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) sites identified in Invitation for Bid (IFB) DPR 3790-54-01, which Licensee represents, are operated or controlled by Licensee.  Additional DPR sites designated by the State shall be incorporated as part of this Agreement, provided the State’s aggregate number of concurrent users does not exceed the applicable licensed capacity as specified in IFB DPR 3790-54-01, or subsequently added via amendment, and the parties amend this Agreement to add such additional DPR Site(s) at no additional cost. 

LICENSE TYPE. In accordance with the provisions of this Agreement, the Contractor hereby grants to the State, and the State accepts from Contractor, a perpetual, non-exclusive, non-transferable license to use the Software Product(s), at the enterprise level, with a concurrent user cap, as specified in IFB Section VII.D.2.  Maintenance and support services for the Software Product(s), as specified in IFB Section VII.D.2, are included. 

DOCUMENTATION. “User Documentation” shall mean Software user manuals and other user documents normally provided by the Contractor to its licensees, whether in printed or electronic form. 

SOFTWARE PRODUCTS. The Software may be used on or at the Licensee Site on computers upon which the Software is installed, to the extent that the aggregate number of concurrent users of the computers upon which the Software is installed does not exceed the licensed maximum number of concurrent users provided herein.  Additional sites designated by the State shall be incorporated as part of this Agreement provided the aggregate number of concurrent users does not exceed the State’s licensed capacity. 

PERPETUAL LICENSE. Upon expiration of this Agreement; the State shall have the option to purchase maintenance for some or all of the Software Products specified in IFB DPR 3790-54-01, Section VII.D.2, Table VII-B, for additional annual periods; or the State may elect to use the Software Products in perpetuity provided the aggregate number of concurrent users of the computer(s) on which the Software Product(s) are installed does not exceed license capacity for which the State is licensed.  

SUPERCEDING TECHNOLOGIES. During the term of this Agreement, the Contractor shall notify and entitle to the State, without additional charge, any new release, enhancement, upgrades, modifications, or supersets of any of the Contractor’s Software Product(s) licensed under this Agreement that the Contractor makes generally available without additional charge to its other Customers licensed for the same product(s). 

CONFIDENTIALITY. The terms and conditions of this Agreement and its amendments and addendums are to be treated as the confidential information of both parties subject to the provisions of the California Public Records Act (California Government Code Section 6250 et seq. In the event such disclosure may be required by law, the State shall give the Contractor reasonable advance notice so that the Contractor may take appropriate action to prevent such disclosure, if necessary. 

SOFTWARE PRODUCT CPU ID AUTHORIZATION CODES. The Contractor hereby acknowledges, and agrees to supply valid authorization codes for perpetual licenses that do not expire. The State acknowledges that Product Authorization Code is proprietary to the Contractor.  The Contractor will provide the State with the valid authorization code for the Software Product(s) licensed herein.  

The Product Authorization Code is not a harmful code, as defined in Section 18 of the General Provisions.

The Contractor will use reasonable efforts to issue a Product Authorization Code through the applicable Term, for use on a newly designated CPU within 24 hours of receipt of notification from the State that a change in a designated CPU has occurred.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event such newly designated CPU causes the aggregate number of concurrent users to exceed the limit set forth herein, the Contractor shall provide a thirty (30) day Product Authorization Code pending receipt of the applicable additional license fees for such additional concurrent users. 

DOCUMENTATION. The Contractor agrees to provide the State six (6) hardcopies of all manuals and all other associated printed materials, and updated versions, thereof, which are necessary or useful to the State in its use of the Software Product(s) licensed hereunder at no cost.  The State acknowledges that such documentation is proprietary to the Contractor. 

RIGHTS IN WORK PRODUCT. The following is added as clarification to paragraph 37.a) of the GSPD-401IT:  

     Derivatives of “Pre-Existing Materials” shall not be considered Work Product.


MAINTENANCE CREDIT FOR INOPERATIVE MACHINES. Maintenance credit for inoperative machines is not applicable to this Agreement. 

LIQUIDATED DAMAGES. Liquidated Damages are not applicable to this Agreement. 

LIMITATION OF LIABILITY. The following is added as clarification to paragraph 26.d) of the GSPD-401IT: 

Contractor’s liability for damages to the State for any cause whatsoever, and regardless of the form of action, whether in Contract or in tort, shall be limited to the aggregate Contract price.

E.
TASKS AND RESPONSIBILITIES

1.
DPR’s Responsibilities

a.
Subject to the DPR’s security regulations and operational requirements, the DPR shall permit all reasonable and necessary access to the DPR facilities for the installation and support of the system.

b.
The DPR will appoint a contract manager to interface with the Contractor and oversee the Contractor’s compliance with all contract requirements. Notification of any changes to the designated contract manager will be made in writing. Electronic notification is an acceptable medium for this purpose.

c.
The DPR has the sole authority to deem required deliverables, tasks, and the system, accepted and Ready-for-Use.

2.
Contractor’s Responsibilities

The Contractor is responsible for adhering to all administrative and technical requirements identified in IFB DPR 3790-54-01 and the Contractor’s bid response to IFB DPR 3790-54-01, which are hereby attached and made part of this Statement of Work.

H.
BUDGET DETAIL AND PAYMENT PROVISIONS

For services satisfactorily rendered, and upon receipt and approval of a valid invoice, the DPR agrees to compensate the Contractor for work performed in accordance with the rates and amounts specified in Section VI of IFB DPR 3790-54-01, and the Contractor’s Cost Worksheet submitted in response to IFB DPR 3790-54-01 which is attached hereto as Attachment 2, and made a part of this Agreement.  Payment will be authorized upon satisfactory completion of all work, as determined by DPR.

5.
Budget Contingency Clause

a.
This Agreement is valid and enforceable only if:  (1) sufficient funds are made available by the State Budget Act of the appropriate State Fiscal Year(s) covered by this Agreement for the purposes of this program; and (2) sufficient funds are made available to the State by the United States Government for the Fiscal Year(s) covered by this Agreement for the purposes of this program.  In addition, this Agreement is subject to any additional restrictions, limitations, or conditions enacted by the Congress and Legislature or any statute enacted by the Congress and Legislature which may affect the provisions, terms, or funding of this Agreement in any manner.

b.
It is mutually agreed that if the Congress and Legislature does not appropriate sufficient funds for the program, this Agreement shall be amended to reflect any reduction in funds.
