3. Under Section 1.3, CONTRACT SUMMARY, replace item #3 with the following(:

At proposer’s sole cost and expense, invest a minimum of four hundred twenty-five thousand dollars ($425,000) on the construction and completion of the new concession facility as described in Exhibit H, State Facility Development Plan and in accordance with Exhibit I, Construction and Completion of Improvements.

4. Under Section 2.1, PROPOSAL PROCESS,  add the following:

Second RFP Content Question Period

A second deadline for submit questions regarding the RFP has been established.  Questions must be received by 5 pm on September 25, 2003.  Questions should be submitted in writing to the Department by mail or fax at the address and phone numbers listed above.

Changes to the Sample Concession Contract

1. Replace Paragraph 4, Financial Requirements, with:

4. Facility Development

A. Concessionaire shall invest a minimum of four hundred twenty five thousand dollars ($425,000) to plan, design, permit, construct, and complete the concession facility improvements as set forth in the State Facility Development Plan, attached hereto as Exhibit H.

B. Concessionaire, at Concessionaire’s sole cost and expense shall be responsible for the construction, completion, and installation of facility improvements, fixtures, and furnishings.  The scope of work is as set forth in Exhibit H, State Facility Development Plan.  All work will be performed in accordance with Exhibit I, Construction and Completion of Improvements.

2. Delete the text from Paragraph 6, Use of Premises, Section C, Boat Dock as follows:

Concessionaire shall use a maximum of four boat slips for boat rental purposes and shall maintain at least sixteen of the twenty available boat slips for public use.

3. Add Section “D” and “E” to Paragraph 7, Bonds:

D. Construction Payment Bond: Prior to the commencement of construction required hereunder, Concessionaire shall furnish the State with a bond, listing Concessionaire's contractor(s) as principals, in a sum not less than one hundred percent (100%) of the total cost of the construction.  The bond shall guarantee payment by Concessionaire of all materials, provisions, provender, supplies, and equipment used in, upon, for, or about the performance of said construction, and protect the State from any liability, losses, or damages arising therefrom.  In no event shall Concessionaire allow the imposition of a mechanics' lien or other lien on the concession property, and at its sole expense shall take all steps to remove such liens or the threat of such liens. 

E. Construction Performance Bond: Prior to the commencement of construction required hereunder, Concessionaire shall furnish the State with a bond, listing Concessionaire's contractor(s) as principals, in a sum not less than one hundred percent (100%) of the total cost of the construction.  The bond shall guarantee faithful performance of the construction by Concessionaire. 
( Exhibit H, State Facility Development Plan, and Exhibit I, Construction and Completion of Improvements, will be provided through a second Addenda, which is expected to be released in early September, 2003.
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
