Changes to the Request for Proposals (RFP)

1. Amend “Required Capital Improvements for Accessibility” on Page 20 of the RFP as follows:

Required Capital Improvements for Accessibility:

The successful proposal shall remove barriers and deficiencies to facility accessibility as described below.  Please refer to the Department’s Access to Parks Guidelines, available on line at www.parks.ca.gov/concessions, for more information about providing accessible park facilities.  

The State shall provide fully accessible restrooms and showers for the Tent Cabins and an accessible route of travel and parking for the Camp Store and Gift Shop Complex.  The Concessionaire shall be responsible for completing the following improvements within one (1) year of contract commencement.  More points will be awarded to the proposal that offers the most accessibility improvements in the shortest time period with the least disruption to visitor services.

Tent Cabins (The three designated ADA cabins must be made fully accessible)

· Accessible parking improvements

· Fully accessible route to cabin from parking

· Fully accessible cabin doors

· Sleeping platform 17-19 inches high

· 36 inches clear along one side of bed

· 60 inches clear turning diameter

· Roll under counter (34 inches maximum height)

· Hearth access (half inch beveled maximum height)

· Outside table accessible design

· Accessible doorway and threshold

· Sales counter height of 34 inches

· Sales aisle width a minimum of 36 inches

· Provision of accessible benches and picnic tables

Changes to the Sample Concession Contract

2. Add Subparagraph G, Healthy Foods Initiative, to Paragraph 6, Use of Premises, as follows:

6.G. Healthy Foods Initiative:  As the primary providers of food products in California State Parks, participation by concessionaires in the State’s efforts to promote healthy and sustainable food practices is critical.  To that end and in accordance with State’s mission to “provide for the health” of Californians, Concessionaire shall promote the importance of healthy, locally and sustainably grown, organic foods from California, and shall use sustainable practices, organic ingredients, and recycled products whenever possible.  These practices shall include the following:

1) To the extent possible, Concessionaire shall develop a network of local farmers and ranchers who are dedicated to sustainable agriculture and can assure a steady supply of pure and fresh ingredients from California.

2) Concessionaire shall offer a selection of food and beverage items that conform to the definition of “healthy” foods as defined by the U.S. Department of Agriculture and the Food and Drug Administration in the Code of Federal Regulations, Title 9, Section 317 and Title 21, Section 101.  

3) Concessionaire shall offer a selection of beverages with no sugar added, such as bottled water, natural fruit juices, and tomato juice.

4) To the extent possible, Concessionaire shall provide food products grown in California that are as pure and natural as possible, without synthetic additives, pollutants, or unnecessary packaging and marketing. 

3. Add Subparagraph H, Purchase of “Big Basin” Merchandise, to Paragraph 6, Use of Premises, as follows:

6.H. Purchase of “Big Basin” Merchandise:  Concessionaire shall purchase from the previous concessionaire all existing gift and souvenir merchandise containing the name “Big Basin Redwoods State Park”, provided that such merchandise is in first-class sellable condition, and was purchased within the last two (2) years, as verified by invoice.  In no event shall the purchase price of such merchandise exceed the original cost of purchase.  The purchase of all other merchandise and/or furnishings, fixtures, and equipment shall be subject to agreement between Concessionaire and the previous concessionaire.
