GROUP AND SPECIAL EVENT PERMITS

Group reservation and special event opportunities are available by permit at Crystal Cove State Park in compliance with the following guidelines.

GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS

· A Group Reservation or Special Event Permit is required for exclusive use of any area in the park.  

· Permits are granted on a first-come, first-served basis.  

· A non-refundable deposit or payment of all fees is required to confirm any reservation.  No reservation is guaranteed until confirmed.

· All fees charged for Group and Special Event Permits are non-refundable.  Transfers are subject to availability and a Transfer Fee.

· Payment may be made by cash, money order, cashier’s check, or personal check.

· Group or Special Events activities are prohibited between 10pm – 6am daily; on Memorial Day, July 4th, and Labor Day annually; or on state park beach areas outside of the Historic District on weekends between Memorial Day and Labor Day weekends.

· Amplified sound, including public address systems and bullhorns, are not allowed except by permit.

· The sale of food, beverages, and merchandise is prohibited.

· No vehicles are permitted on off-road areas, beaches, paved paths, or picnic areas except by permit.

· Additional permits from other governmental agencies, such as city, county, CHP, CalTrans, and the California Coastal Commission, may be required for certain events and are the sole responsibility of the applicant.

RESERVATIONS

Reservations for Groups or Special Events may be made up to one year in advance.  A reservation can be guaranteed through payment of a Reservation Deposit or all applicable fees.   Reservation Deposits are $250 for Groups and $500 for Special Events.  Deposits and fees are non-refundable.  All required paperwork and payment of all fees must be received at least two weeks prior to the event or the reservation will be canceled and the Reservation Deposit forfeited.  Deposits may be applied to the payment of any required fees.  Reservations may be made in person or mailed to the park office.  

ALCOHOL WAIVER PERMITS

Possession of alcohol is prohibited throughout the park except as authorized upon approval of an Alcohol Waiver.  The non-refundable and non-transferable Alcohol Waiver Fee is $100 for groups of 10 persons or less, $250 for groups of 11-50 persons, $500 for groups of 51-100 persons, $1,000 for groups of more than 101 persons.  Alcohol Waiver Applications are available at the park office.

MONITORING FEE

At the discretion of the Park Superintendent or Special Event Program Supervisor, a Special Event Permit may require attendance by a State Park monitor to ensure public safety and protection of the resources.  Where applicable, monitor(s) will be assigned from set-up through break-down of the event.  A Monitoring Fee of approximately $68 per hour with a four-hour minimum may apply.  

HISTORIC DISTRICT CATERING AGREEMENT NOTICE

As a condition of the concession contract for food and lodging services at the Historic District, the State Park concessionaire shall have the first right of refusal to provide all catering services, including food, beverage, alcohol, and equipment rentals, for all Special Events within the Historic District.  Outside of the Historic District, use of the Historic District concessionaire is optional.  The concessionaire shall provide high-quality catering services at reasonable prices as approved by the Park Superintendent.  No Vendor Fee is charged for services provided by the Historic District concessionaire.

OUTSIDE VENDOR, BUSINESS SERVICE PROVIDER REGULATIONS

State law requires that any entity conducting business on State Park property pay a fee for that privilege.  As a result, if your event or activity involves the use of any outside vendor or sub-contractor (such as catering, bartending, entertainment, equipment rentals, event set-up, photography, etc.), you must provide a copy of all contracts and agreements to the State Park Special Event Coordinator no later than two weeks prior to your event.  A Vendor Fee of 16% of the gross total, excluding sales tax, of each contract or agreement will be added to the total permit fees charged.  No outside vendors or sub-contractors will be permitted on State Park property without permit approval.  In addition, all outside vendors are required to provide a Certificate of Liability Insurance, naming the State of California as an additional insured.  Limits of liability coverage are listed on the Special Event Permit Application.  The Vendor Fee does not apply to services provided by the Historic District concessionaire.

PARKING FEES

Group Reservations and Special Event Permits do not guarantee parking unless specified by the permit terms and conditions.  Parking is on a first-come, first-served basis, and applicable fees are collected as follows:

Regular Day Use Fee -  $10.00 per vehicle

10-24 Passenger Bus - $50.00 per bus

25+ Passenger Bus - $100.00 per bus

RESERVATION TRANSFERS AND CANCELATIONS

A $50 Transfer Fee will be charged to change the date or site of a confirmed reservation.  Transfers are subject to availability.  No transfers are allowed without 30 days written notice.

FILMING PERMITS

Filming Permits are managed and permitted in accordance with State Park policies and procedures and in compliance with guidelines established by the California Film Commission.  In general, filming is not permitted in the overnight public lodging facilities in the Historic District.  All filming activities will be evaluated to ensure compliance with the park’s Preservation and Public Use Plan and to prevent potential negative impacts on the concession operations of the Historic District. SITE DESCRIPTIONS AND USE FEES

Coastal Bluff Overlooks & El Moro Picnic Area:  There are nine Coastal Bluff Overlooks sites located throughout the park.  All have beautiful ocean views, benches, accessible pathways, and defined boundaries.  Each site is accessed via a parking lot, each of which has a public restroom and outdoor shower facility.  No utilities are available at any of the Overlook sites.  The sites are classified by size as follows:  

Larger Bluff Overlook Sites - $250 per hour, 3 sites available:

· Reef Point

· Pelican Point #2 (Boardwalk) 

· Little Treasure Cove

Smaller Bluff Overlook Sites $125 per hour, 6 sites available:

· Reef Point Stairs

· Pelican Point #1

· Pelican Point #3, Upper

· Pelican Point #3, Lower

· Pelican Point #4

· El Moro Picnic Area

Sandy Beach:  There are spectacular sandy beaches adjacent to all parking lots throughout the park that provide an unmatched outdoor experience.  The beaches lie at the foot of scenic coastal bluffs.  They are accessible via paved paths or stairs, although access may be challenging to some persons due to the steep nature of the coastal bluffs.  Accessibility options, including vehicular transport, may be discussed as a condition of the permit.  Portable restrooms are provided at beach access points during the summer season and at all parking lots year-round.  Beach sites are available in three sizes as follows:

· Small Beach Sites (25’ X 25’, 10 people max) - $250 per day

· Medium Beach Sites (50’ X 50’, 100 people max) - $500 per day

· Large Beach Sites (100’ X 100’, 250 people max) - $1,000 per day
Pelican Point Group Area:    The Pelican Point Group Site is adjacent to the P4 Bluff Parking Lot and offers spectacular ocean views.  The site has 60 parking spaces, six covered picnic tables, a large courtyard, restroom and outdoor shower facility, electricity, an outdoor lecture area with wooden benches, and convenient accessibility.

Memorial Day through Labor Day

· Full Day with Parking - $3,000

· Full Day without Parking - $2,000

· Half-Day without Parking - $1,500

Labor Day through Memorial Day

· Full Day with Parking - $1,500

· Full Day without Parking - $1,000

· Half-Day without Parking - $500

Crystal Cove Historic District:  The Historic District consists of 46 rustic seaside cottages built between 1920 and 1940 and listed on the National Register of Historic Places.  The following sites within the Historic District are available for Special Events: 

Cultural Center (Cottage #34) - $3,750 for Full Day (6am -10pm), $2,500 for Half Day (6am - 1pm or 3pm - 10pm), 150 people max.

Spectacular ocean view cottage with accessible restroom and a redwood deck that is approximately 500 sq ft.  No more than one event per weekday and one event per weekend.  Half-day afternoon events only on weekends from Memorial Day weekend through Labor Day weekend. 

Visitor Center Patio Deck (Cottage #00)  - $1,250 for Full Day (6am-10pm), $750 Half Day (6am - 1pm or 3pm - 10pm), 75 people max.

Secluded accessible redwood deck with creek and ocean views, approximately 500sf.  No more than one event per weekday and one event per weekend.  Half-day afternoon events only on weekends from Memorial Day weekend through Labor Day weekend.

Visitor Center Multi-Purpose Room (Cottage #00) – $250 Full Day (6am -10pm), $200 Half Day (6am - 1pm or 3pm - 10pm), or $50 per hour, 12 people max.

Cozy multi-purpose room with peek-a-boo ocean and creek views.  This site is available daily, year-round.

Outdoor Commons Area (Cottage #42/43/44) – $1,500 Full Day (6pm -10pm), $1,000 Half Day (6am - 1pm or 3pm - 10pm), 150 people max.

Secluded, outdoor grounds with ocean and creek views.  No more than one event per weekday and one event per weekend.  Half-day afternoon events only on weekends from Memorial Day weekend through Labor Day weekend. 

Beaches Cottage (Cottage #13) - $750 Full Day (6am – 10pm), $500 Half Day (6am - 1pm or 3pm – 10pm), 75 people max.

Beachfront, outdoor grounds with spectacular ocean and tide pool views.  No more than one event per weekday and one event per weekend.  Half-day afternoon events only on weekends from Memorial Day weekend through Labor Day weekend. 

Beach Lot Picnic Area - $1,250 Full Day (6am – 10pm), $750 Half Day (6am – 1pm or 3pm – 10pm), 200 people max.

Accessible beachfront picnic area.  No more than one event per weekday and one event per weekend.  Half-day afternoon events only on weekends from Memorial Day weekend through Labor Day weekend. 
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
