To promote a safe and fun learning environment, Sally will work with the group first, then offer one on one instruction to each student.

Sally Bishop comes from a family of three generations of trick- and roman-riding, stunt work and horse training. She has been teaching trick riding in Canada for more than 15 years. Sally’s other credentials include movies, dinner theater, rodeos, as well as hundreds of other shows, including performing for the Prince and Princess of Saudi Arabia in Dubai. She is currently working with the hit show ‘Cavalia’.

Trick riding is an excellent way to improve balance, coordination and confidence. The clinic will end with a small show, where the students will perform with Sally and one other professional trick rider. Students who are ‘advanced’ enough will have a chance to show their tricks on one of the professionally trained trick horses.
