crouch (verb) to lower the body by bending the legs
cyclops (n.) giants in Greek mythology with a single eye in the middle of the forehead
discus (n.) a heavy disk that is hurled for distance as a track and field event

hygiene (n) a practice to stay healthy, such as cleanliness

hypnotize (verb) to dazzle, influence or control by suggestion
kidnap (verb) to carry away by force, often with a demand for ransom
legend (n.) a story from the past regarded as historical, but not verifiable

logo (n.) a graphic or symbol that represents a company and is easily recognized

magnificent (adj.) a splendid appearance of exceptional beauty or size
marble (n.) a type of stone that can be polished to use in architecture or sculpture
monument (noun) a building with historical or archaeological importance that has survived from the past; a site of interest to the public for its historical significance, preserved and maintained by a government
