Caryatid
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A:  the top of a column, pillar, pier or pilaster. The three orders derived from the Greeks are: Doric, a flat slab; Ionic, shaped like the letter “I”; Corinthian, decorated with stylized acanthus leaves. 

B:  These columns are simple and sturdy: no base, slightly tapered.
C: This type of column is more slender and more ornate than the earlier Doric style. Top of column has scroll-shaped ornaments on the capital.

D: A sculptured female figure used as a column to support an entablature or other similar structure.
E:  Small square blocks, like teeth, used in rows.
F: The top, projecting section and/or an ornamental molding along the top of a building which helps to shield rain.

G: A row of columns carrying an entablature or arch, each set equidistant apart. .
H: A horizontal superstructure supported by columns and consisting of architrave, frieze and cornice. In the classical sense, the entire structure above the columns.  

I:  Triangular space above both ends of a Greek temple. The triangular area created by the pitch of the roof and cornice.

J:  Most elaborate of the Greek architectural column styles, they have tall capitals shaped like an upside-down bell and are covered with rows of acanthus leaves.
