Since 1996, the State Capitol Museum, California State Parks in partnership with 

California State Legislature Joint Rules Committee, the Governor’s Office and the Department 

of General Services have worked to restore the holiday traditions inside the Capitol. Early 

twentieth century floral arrangements, provided by the California State Capitol Museum 

Volunteer Association, create a lovely backdrop to holiday musical performances in the Capitol 
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Rotunda. From flute choirs to accordion ensembles, Victorian quartets to bell ringers, choral to 

instrumental, a variety of musical entertainment from throughout the state will provide 

something for everyone.
