This worthy event will benefit the interpretive and educational programs at Railtown 1897 State 
Historic Park.  Current interpretive offerings at Railtown include year round guided tours of the 
historic Roundhouse and shops, and periodic hands-on demonstrations of the machinery, tools 
and techniques used to maintain and repair steam locomotives, passenger and freight cars at the 
Historic Jamestown Shops and Roundhouse. 
 
Proceeds from the Wine & Cheese Benefit will help to upgrade Railtown 1897’s visitor 
experience with an enhanced walking tour, better defined pathways within the Park, improved 
interpretive signage, and expanded curriculum-related offerings for school groups visiting the 
Park.
