As an event highlight, special guest Diana Almendariz, Wintu/Maidu, will be on-hand to demonstrate traditional acorn processing at 11 a.m. and 1 p.m.  She will also explain how to gather, clean, process, size and care for the native plant materials.  Additionally, basketry, beadwork, clothing, and exhibits about the ongoing traditions of various California Indian groups will be on display at the Museum.
