Design Process is Underway for the Bidwell Mansion Historic Landscape

The California Department of Parks and Recreation is beginning the design process on the historic landscape at the Bidwell Mansion State Historic Park.

Following the guidance of the Park’s General Plan, the historic grounds will reflect John and Annie Bidwell’s 1868-1900 era landscape, while carefully incorporating elements to accommodate the many visitors expected.

The design process will take approximately one year.  It will involve extensive public input, archeological investigations and archives research – looking for historic photos, maps, diaries, etc.  Landscape design alternatives will be prepared based upon research findings and public input.

Three public information meetings will be held.  The first will give an overview of the project and identify issues.  The second will present design alternatives.  The third will present the conceptual design.  All sessions will include a public comment period.

The first public involvement meeting will take place on Tuesday, April 23 from 7:00 – 9:00 p.m. at the Bidwell Mansion State Historic Park Visitor Center, located at 525 the Esplanade, in Chico.
