Cost is $7.00 park day use fee per car, payable at the park 
entrance stop sign.  Be sure to bring:  layered clothing appropriate for weather conditions, hat, 
sunscreen, water; trekking poles recommended.  There are no restrooms or water along this 
route.  No horses or bikes due to a hiker-only trail on this hike. 
  
Directions:  drive to the stop sign at 6201 Channel Drive, pay fee; drive 1/3-mile to North 
Burma Trailhead.  Park along roadside off pavement; there is a large pull-out on the other side 
of the road just before the trailhead, please park nose-in to accommodate the most cars at this 
spot. 
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
