Location:  Cobblestone Trail Head 
Trails:  Cobblestone--Orchard 
 
We’ll see what mid-Spring blooms (and wildlife) we can find on this 4-mile, 300-foot gain, 
slower-paced hike through varied park habitats.  Wear hiking shoes, layers appropriate for 
weather; bring water, snack and (optional) binoculars.  Trekking poles recommended.  Trails 
are rocky and uneven. RAIN CANCELS. 
 
Fee-free hike.  No advance reservations needed. There are no restrooms or water the parking 
areas or along the hike route.  Dogs are not allowed. 
 
Directions:  from Montgomery Drive, turn onto Channel Drive and follow the road 
approximately ¼ mile to Cobblestone Trail Head parking area (parking on left along creek 
channel).
