You’ll also see the 

various trades that made Sutter’s Fort a destination, 

and discover how Sutter impacted the West by invit-

ing people from all over the world to start a new life in 

California.  

The program includes four stations: Sailor, Vaquero, 

Trapper, and Emigrant. Students can talk with people 

in period clothing, who will be telling their stories 

about why they came to Sutter’s Fort. This program is 

suitable for grades 4 through 6.
