The Pony Camp Clinic is intended to teach participants about horsemanship and riding skills, focusing on the English style of riding. 

The campers will learn how to groom and bathe their horse, saddle them up for their daily ride, as well as how to care for them after the ride and clean the tack. There will be daily study sessions to learn more about stable management, riding techniques, breeds of horses, colors, and markings.  There will be a test on the last day of the clinic.

Each day, every camper will be assigned to a horse or pony to ride and care for.  Depending on the size of the clinic, two campers may share a horse or pony.  

Campers will learn about care and feeding of their horses, as well as how to look for signs of sickness and what to do if their horses are lame.  

Lunches, sodas, water, and sunscreen will be provided.  

Friends and family, and the general public, are invited to observe the clinic and the show.  Of course, we will keep observers at a safe distance.

Dorte Lindegaard is the instructor and manager of the Clinic.  Dorte was trained by Egon Stenbjerggaard, of the Danish Military Riding Academy, and by the British Horse Society. She is currently showing professionally in jumping, eventing and dressage, and started teaching in Europe 20 years ago.  
Dorte and Atlas, a black Andalusian horse, will perform for the campers and the public, demonstrating some advanced dressage steps such as piaffe, passage, Spanish Walk, as well as rearing, and laying down on command.
