October 2, 1-2 pm Desert Stargazing Basics with Dennis Mammana. In this one-hour 
lecture at the Visitor Center, astronomer Dennis Mammana will demonstrate how to read 
a star map, how to use your eyes like a pro, and how to find those seemingly impossible 
star patterns. $10 
 
October 8, 4-7 pm International Observe the Moon Night. Come celebrate our nearest 
celestial neighbor! We’ll have moon activities at the visitor center during the day and will 
stick around after closing to watch the moonrise from the roof. Bring binoculars if you 
have them, but we’ll have a telescope set up also. 
 

October 15-16 Desert Stargazing. This two-day workshop is designed for beginning 
stargazers interested in exploring amateur astronomy. Learn what’s in the sky, how the 
heavens move, how to find your way around the maze of stars, and how to view some of 
its wonders through a telescope.
