Tom returns as the Morgan’s bumbling butler, Terri Wilson revives her delightful role as Fifi the 
maid, and Steve McArthur comes back as the heartless villain, DO Mills. The Mirth & Glee

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beginning!] will once again fill our hearts with yuletide song. In addition, some of our favorite 
actors from nearby Murphy’s Creek Theater Company will join the fun.
