Event hours are from 2 to 4 p.m. Entry fee is $5 for adults, $2 for children (17 and under), and 
children under 4 are free. 
 
The event is being hosted by the Ide Adobe Interpretive Association. Proceeds will go to the 
association to help fund the interpretive programs at the park. 
 
Ide Adobe is a historic park that preserves and interprets a rancho that dates to 1852.  The 
park honors William B. Ide, a prominent figure in early California history. It is located on the 
Sacramento River on Adobe Road off Interstate 5 in Red Bluff.
