 An organization or agency that reached a significant milestone in the development or 
reconstruction of unique trail or greenway projects? 

 An organization or agency that reached a significant milestone in a trail or greenway 
acquisition? 

 An organization or agency that reached a significant milestone in a unique trail or 
greenway planning project? 

 Overall excellence through design and creative approaches in developing trails or 
greenway websites? 

 A volunteer or elected official who has devoted at least 7 years to promoting and 
supporting a particular trail or trail network?  

 
Any 
individual, organization or agency may make a nomination in one or more of the award 
categories below.  Nominations for awards can be submitted anytime throughout the year; 
however, only nominations received by February 1, 2011 will be considered for an award at the 
2011 Conference.

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2010 AWARD CATEGORIES 
 

Lifetime Volunteer 
Achievement Award 

Presented to an individual who has volunteered a considerable amount of 
personal time over the past 25 or more years on behalf of trails/greenways, and 
who has been a leader with statewide impact on trails/greenways in California.  
This category is not necessarily recognized every year. 

Lifetime Professional 
Achievement Award 

Presented to a professional park/trails individual who has worked over the past 25+ 
years to plan, develop and promote trails on a local and statewide basis and who 
has been a leader with statewide impact on trails/greenways in California.  This 
category is not necessarily recognized every year. 

Merit Award  
(Event) 

Given in recognition of a special and successful trail/greenway event held in 2010.  
Nominees should be organizations or agencies that initiated and implemented the 
event. Note: California Trail Days and National Trails Day events are eligible for 
nomination in this category. 

Merit Award 
(Program) 

Given in recognition of an important trail/greenway program that continues to be 
active.  Nominees should be the organizations or agencies that initiate and 
implement the programs. 

Merit Award (Project 
Development) 

Given in recognition of a unique trail/greenway development/reconstruction 
project that reached a significant milestone in 2010.  Nominees should be the 
organizations or agencies that initiated and implemented the project. 

Merit Award (Project 
Acquisition) 

Given in recognition of a unique trail/greenway acquisition project that reached a 
significant milestone in 2010.  Nominees should be the organizations or agencies 
that initiated and implemented the project. 

Merit Award (Project 
Planning) 

Given in recognition of a unique trail/greenway planning project that reached a 
significant milestone in 2010.  Nominees should be the organizations or agencies 
that initiated and implemented the project 

Merit Award (Kids 
and Trails) NEW! 

This award honors an individual, organization, agency or business that established 
an innovative program specifically designed to engage children and youth in 
outdoor experiences using trails. Creative, interpretive, educational and/or 
recreational design components are included along with innovative programs 
which stimulate kids’ imagination and promote their interest in and appreciation 
for the natural environment while developing healthy life styles. 

Website Award Presented to the trails/greenway website that has achieved overall excellence 
through design and concept in 2010, and through creative approaches has 
advanced the state of the art.  

California 
Recreational Trails 
Committee Award  

This award recognizes private citizens and elected officials who have made 
significant contributions in support of trails in California. Through this kind of high 
visibility recognition by appointees of the Governor, others may be inspired to a 
high level of commitment in the expansion of California’s trail network and its 
programs. This award will be given to an individual. Only non-trail professionals are 
eligible. Those employed by a public agency, non-profit or a private business 
whose primary job is trail related are not eligible; however, those holding elected 
office are eligible. The award is open to persons representing any user group of 
trails and urban, suburban or rural interests. Nominees must have been publicly 
involved with trail issues for at least seven years. The award is not open to anyone 
who has previously received any state, national or international trail award. Extra 
consideration will be given for accomplishments related to creation of a specific 
“product” such as a trail or trail program. 
The nomination letter for this award must contain the nominee’s: 

• Number of years active with trail issues 
• User group most closely identified with (if any) 
• Hometown 
• Occupation 
• Significant trail related activities that support this award 

The package must include at least three letters of endorsement, and other 
material indicating the nominee’s contributions to trails.

 Prepare a one-page double-spaced letter explaining how the nominee 
meets the category criteria, include key completion dates, and describe 
why the nominee is worthy of an award. 

 
 Include no more than three attachments (8 copies of each). Attachments 

can include brochures, maps, videos, photographs, articles, publicity, 
letters of endorsements, etc. 

 
 Submit 8 complete sets of your nomination package (8-nomination forms, 

8-summary letters, 8-copies of the attachments) for distribution to the 
judges. Do not send endorsement letters separately. 

 
 Completed nomination packages must arrive by February 1, 2011 to be 

considered for an award at the April 12, 2011 Conference Awards 
Luncheon.  

 
Each award recipient will receive two complimentary tickets to the Awards Luncheon 
on Tuesday, April 12, 2011. Agency and organization award recipients will also receive a 
shared exhibit table at the Conference.  
 
Decisions by the Conference Awards Committee and the California Recreational Trails 
Committee are considered final.
