DESCRIPTION OF THE NATURE AND PURPOSE OF PROJECT: Dirill test well at the
Kickham Ranch area of Henry W. Coe State Park and, provided the well meets the required
demand, install water well development support facilities to establish a reliable water source.
Work will:

- Drill one test well, 10" wide and approximately 300’ deep;

- Construct 12’ long x 8 wide x 11’, 7" tall pump house on 8’ x 12’ x 4" concrete pad, with a 6”
x 6” concrete curb and a 5’ x 5" x 4” concrete porch;

- Excavate trench 18” wide x 24" deep by 1000’ and install electrical service connections;

- Excavate trench 18" wide x 24” deep by 2000’ and install plumbing service connections;

- Install pressure tanks on 5’ x §’ x 6” concrete pad;

- Install hose bibs and wharf hydrants in rock-filled French drains, and

- Install 10,000 gallon steel water tank on 15’ x 15’ compacted road base.
