o Document the chimneys, inspect the fireboxes and flues, repair or replace bricks and mortar in kind,
demolish remnants of the old chimneys, and reconstruct the chimneys to current fire code. The
exposed section of chimneys above the roofline will be clad in brick veneer that replicates the historic
brick pattern.

¢ Repair and replace: damaged portions of the roof, museum ceiling, damaged walls, and museum
exhibits.

If bats are detected during work, operations will be stopped until the site can be evaluated by an Environmental
Scientist.
