DESCRIPTION OF THE NATURE AND PURPOSE OF PROJECT: Remove the failed bridge and replace with a new
pedestrian bridge at Donner Memorial State Park to protect public health and safety. Work will:
e Remove failed bridge with heavy equipment; dispose of failed bridge off-site.
e Restore the road leading up to & away from the old bridge.
e Construct a minor 4 W causeway and full bench trail re-route to tie new bridge crossing into existing road and trail
network; place class 2 roadbase on surface.
e Excavate approximately 6-8" to place concrete abutments; face abutments and approaches with rock and motor
facing.
e Replace the failed bridge with a 50’ L x 5° W single span redwood engineered glulam pedestrian bridge just
downstream of the existing.
e Rehab construction area with slash, biomass and mulch.
e Follow best management practices; place straw wattles and silt fences to isolate work areas from creek. Place a
tarp under bridge to catch debris during construction. Stage vehicles and materials at parking lot on existing
disturbed surface and developed roads.
