PROJECT TITLE: Trail Accessibility Improvements TATE CLEARING HOUSE

LOCATION: Hendy Woods State Park COUNTY: Mendocino Lo

DESCRIPTION OF THE NATURE AND PURPOSE OF PROJECT: Improve numerous trail features at Hendy Woods
State Park to comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act.

Discovery Trail/lUpper Loop work will reshape the crowned wall-less turn pike surface of the trail with new
aggregate base rock to improve drainage and grade adjustments, install approximately 230 LF of new wooden
boardwalk at select locations; manually excavate up to 36” deep to install new sign posts to improve navigation;
excavate up to 18" deep to replace mud sill and construct a new up to 30’ long X 10’ wide wood stringer bridge
over a small drainage on the lower loop. Construct approximately 200 LF of rock drain lens, 100 LF single tier log
bordered turnpike, and 75 LF rock bordered causeway. Spread duff over all new aggregate base rock upon
completion of work.

Meadow Trail work will construct a 34” long rock-bordered causeway to elevate the trail 6-12” to meet accessible
grades from the Discovery Trail alignment to the Meadow Trail; construct a 410’ long wall-less turnpike using
stockpiled native soil and imported aggregate base to create a crowned trail surface to improve drainage.

All Access Trail work will reshape the wall-less turnpike along the entire trail; replace decking and handrails on
two existing bridges, replace existing, rotting 2”X6” wood curbing; reconstruct the approaches to meet linear
slope grade standards, rock the edging to prevent erosion; and manually excavate up to 36” deep to install new
sign posts to improve navigation. Remove one deteriorated wood bridge: excavate up to 18” deep to replace
mud sill and construct a new up to 30’ long X 10’ wide wood stringer bridge.

Additional work will fill an eroded gully on a section of entrenched road that intersects with the Lower Discovery
Trail to spread water over a larger area to reduce erosion. Excavate up to 36" deep to replace several interpretive

sign posts associated with a self-guided walk. Modify or replace 5-6 existing benches to meet accessibility
standards. Temporary, partial trail closures expected throughout trail improvements.
