DESCRIPTION OF THE NATURE AND PURPOSE OF PROJECT: Install three (3) shower token
machines at McArthur Burney Falls Memorial State Park and one (1) shower token machine at Castle
Crags State Park in lieu of current quarter machines for increased camper use and convenience. The
new machines will be 12 2" x 26” x13 74”:
e Welded stainless steel boxes surface mounted on existing buildings approximately 40” off
ground surface to accommodate persons with limited accessibility;
e Electrical service will be provided by drilling a hole through the buildings’ exterior walls to
connect new 2" conduit to existing electrical service panels and install 20amp breakers and
#12 wire.
e At McArthur Burney Falls the 3 shower token machines will be installed at:
o Combination Restroom #6 in Pioneer Campground, which will include the excavation
of approximately 2” to pour an 8'x18’x4” concrete pad for accessibility.
o Combination Restroom #2 and #4 in Rim Campground: concrete present, no
excavation needed.
e At Castle Crags State Park the 1 shower token machine will be installed at the parks’ Entrance
kiosk: concrete present, no excavation needed.
