DESCRIPTION OF THE NATURE AND PURPOSE OF PROJECT: Repair Bald Mountain Road in areas
that were damaged during the December/January 2005/2006 storm event. Road will be graded
between the end of the asphalt road and to the top of the road, focusing on smoothing out areas of
heavy erosion that have made emergency vehicle access impassable. Road surfacing will consist of
using a grader/dozer. Graded areas will stay within the existing road footprint only. 2878 linear feet of
road will be regraded and resurfaced. Road width is between 8-12’ wide. Approximately 122 cubic
yards of 1.25” to 3" aggregate road base will be applied to the bare soil road surface for stabilization
purposes. Road base will be shale brown to match existing soil color. Inboard culverts will be
removed and the road bed will be outsloped and rolled.
