LOCATION:  Fort Ord Dunes State Park, Lake Court Drive, Marina

DESCRIPTION OF THE NATURE AND PURPOSE OF PROJECT:   
Remove chain link fence that extends along the boundary that divides the northern portion of 
Fort Ord Dunes State Park and the southern portion of Marina State Beach.  The fence is 
anchored with metal posts set in concrete and is approximately 1,400 feet in length.  Project 
involves removing the posts at locations where the concrete base is exposed.  Posts will be 
cut off at concrete base using a welding torch at locations where the base is not exposed.  All 
posts that become exposed, either as a part of this project or in the future, will be hand-
carried to the adjacent emergency access road and carried out by vehicle.  An all-terrain 
vehicle will be used to transport the welding equipment along the fence line on the Fort Ord 
Dunes State Park side only.  No species of special concern or archaeological resources 
occur in the project vicinity.  In consultation with a DPR-qualified environmental scientist, all 
state personnel and volunteers will be directed on how to identify native plants species and to 
avoid walking on them during the project.
