DESCRIPTION OF THE NATURE AND PURPOSE OF PROJECT:

Install two new low-profile frames and interpretive shelters at the parking area of Day Use
Restroom #2 at Pfeiffer Big Sur State Park. All work will be done on existing asphalt concrete
surfaces. Excavate four post holes through existing asphalt concrete to a maximum of 3 feet,
set wood posts in holes with new concrete footings, and re-pave around the posts with asphalt
concrete. Mount two low profile frames with interpretive panels. The low-profile interpretive
panels are designed to meet accessibility requirements as stated in the “California State Parks
Accessibility Guidelines.”
