PROJECT TITLE:  Replace Parking Stobbers  
LOCATION:  Pfeiffer Big Sur State Park, Highway One 
COUNTY:  Monterey 
 
DESCRIPTION OF THE NATURE AND PURPOSE OF PROJECT:   
Replace missing or damaged parking area delineators (“stobbers”) in approximately 75 
campsites at the campground at Pfeiffer Big Sur State Park.  Wood stobbers are 8” X 8” in 
diameter, four feet long, and will be placed two feet into the ground around parking spurs to 
identify visitor parking areas and to protect trees and other natural resources.  Work involves 
digging holes with an auger, inserting stobbers, and back-filling and tamping surrounding area 
with dirt removed from the hole.  Parking stobbers will be placed at least 32” apart to maintain 
an accessible path of travel.   
 
In the event that archaeological resources are encountered subsurface, work in that vicinity will 
stop immediately and remain halted until a State Archaeologist can evaluate the find and 
provide appropriate treatment.  Required dimensions for accessible parking spaces shall be 
maintained per California State Parks Accessibility Guidelines.
