DESCRIPTION OF THE NATURE AND PURPOSE OF PROJECT: Upgrade existing facilities at
Ayala Cove on Angel Island State Park to comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA)
and meet requirements in the “California State Parks Accessibility Guidelines.” Work will:

Avyala Cove Picnic Lawn Area

e Excavate 9" deep by 4’ wide and 300’ long to replace the concrete sidewalk.

e Excavate 9" deep by 16’ wide and 30’ long at three locations and 9’ deep by 15’ by 16’ at
one location; lay fabric and wire mesh, place 6" layer of rock, install turf blocks and fill
open areas with native and imported soil mix and compact.

o Excavate seven holes up to 24" deep and 6” in diameter to install barbeque pedestals,
place seven picnic tables with table anchors along the walkway.

e Excavate up to 24" by 12" wide and 100’ long to re-route sprinklers.

o Excavate up to 6" deep and 10’ in diameter, pour concrete slab, and excavate up to 30" in
diameter for a dry sump well (drain) to replace the hi/lo drinking fountain.

Platform Group Picnic Site

o Excavate an approximately 80’ x 100’ area and combine 40 tons of rock with native
material to level.

¢ Excavate 9" deep and 10’ in diameter, pour a concrete slab, install faucet, and excavate
30" in diameter to install dry sump well (drain) to replace water station in kitchen area.

o Excavate approximately 14 holes up to 24" deep and between 2" to 6” in diameter to
install new food locker, barbeque, and prep table.

» Excavate up to 8" deep to level and compact area to install new trash and recycle bins.

o Install up to 25 picnic tables with anchors.

¢ Excavate and add rock to level and stabilize a 400’ long by 4’ wide path leading to the
group picnic area.

e Excavate 12" deep to install a 16” high wooden retaining wall approximately 60’ long.

trees, and the construction, or placement of minor structures accessory to existing facilities
included as “modification of existing facilities for handicap access”, “construction or installation
of park facilities such as interpretive signing or panels”, and “trail construction or realignment” in
