DESCRIPTION OF THE NATURE AND PURPOSE OF PROJECT: 
 
The project replaces three existing septic holding tanks, seepage pit/leach fields systems and associated 
features with a new single sewage collection and treatment system for two staff residential triplexes at Leo 
Carrillo State Park.  The new system will include a new septic tank, lift station, force main, and a new leach 
system set back into the coastal terraces substantially from the existing system.  The existing system would be 
abandoned as required.  Excavations up to 15 feet deep may occur and BMPs will be in place during 
construction and future operation of the facility.  A disposal field of less than 5,000 square feet will be required 
and a reserve area will be constructed.
