DESCRIPTION OF THE NATURE AND PURPOSE OF PROJECT: Project is to place up to 1900 tons of
riprap along a section of road recently undermined by storm surge and wave action. The project site
is a segment of coastline approximately 420 foot in length on the Emma Wood State Beach Park
Road which provides vehicular access to 67 self-contained RV campsites. The shoreline along this
segment of road was significantly undermined by recent storm surge activity and further coastal
erosion in this location will significantly damage the road rendering it impassable. DPR standard
project requirements have been incorporated into this project, and can be obtained by contacting the
environmental coordinator listed below.
