PROJECT TITLE:  Randa House Access Roadbed Reopening  
LOCATION:  Malibu Creek State Park   COUNTY:  Los Angeles 
DESCRIPTION OF THE NATURE AND PURPOSE OF PROJECT: 
The National Park Service is moving forward with demolition of the "Randa House" on federal 
parkland.  The Randa House is adjacent to Malibu Creek State Park.   The proposed project would 
involve the issuance of a Right of Entry Permit for the purpose of allowing Permitted, National Parks 
Service (NPS), to enter Malibu Creek State Park and reopen an old driveway that leads to the Randa 
House.   The driveway to the home needs to be reopened to haul out the demolished materials.  
Approximately 1/2 mile of old roadbed needs to be cleared of encroaching vegetation and graded to 
accommodate equipment access.  A site visit was made by NPS and State Parks staff on October 30, 
3007.  Subsequently, NPS vegetation technicians visited the area and determined there were no 
threatened, endangered, and/or sensitive species within the roadbed corridor.  Specialists determined 
that vegetation brushing and trimming would not cause significant impacts on the plant community.  
The road would be graded only to the width necessary for equipment associated with the demolition.
