Improve the Turtle Back Hill Trail at China Camp State Park in order to remove barriers to persons with disabilities and comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA). Reroute approximately
3,220 linear feet (If) of trail to reduce linear grades, convert approximately 230 If of existing dirt road to trail by reducing width, construct approximately 110 If of four-foot-wide elevated boardwalk, and
armor the trail tread. Total length of ADA-compliant trail will be approximately 3,560 If upon completion. Approximately 1,000 If of existing road (currently used as a trail) and approximately 1,600 If of
existing trail will be obliterated, decompacted, and revegetated with native vegetation. Permanent and temporary fencing will be installed to discourage visitor use of rehabilitated areas.
Approximately six interpretive and information signs and one bench will be located along the trail. Two accessible parking spaces along North San Pedro Road will be developed.
