This project involves repairing two of the three front steps on the south side of the Antelope Valley
Indian Museum patio. These steps are the main access from the museum parking lot to the museum

The project will involve using concrete to square-off the two steps that are missing Joshua tree logs,
as was done with the top step. The Joshua tree logs will not be replaced because Joshua tree wood
is fibrous and deteriorates faster than hardwood, and Joshua trees are protected, so Joshua tree

logs are not readily available for making repairs. The steps will be safer for the public if they are
formed of concrete.
