DESCRIPTION OF THE NATURE AND PURPOSE OF PROJECT: The purpose of this project is to demolish
the small storage shed behind the Cafiedo adobe to facilitate continued archaeological investigation of the
second defense wall. The frame walls on the east and south sides of the building will be completely demolished.
The concrete block walls on the north and west sides of the building will be demolished to a height slightly above
the grade of the adjacent parking lots on the neighboring properties. The lower portions of concrete block walls
on the north and south side will be left in-situ to act as a retaining wall to exterior grade. The concrete slab on
the interior of the shed will be removed to expose the underlying ground surface and extend recent excavation of
the second defense wall foundation through the footprint of the building. The north and west sides of the former
shed location will be secured by installing a willow stick fence to match similar barriers in the park. DPR
standard project requirements have been incorporated into this project and can be obtained by contacting the
environmental coordinator. .
