Warner’s Ranch to Rancho Penasquitos.

Saturday, September 15th, 2007

Meet at Warner Ranch (located on north side of San Felipe Road (County S-2) approximately one mile east of intersection with Highway 79) at 10:00 AM.  

The tour will end at Penasquitos Ranch House (west of Black Mountain Road in Rancho Penasquitos) at approximately 4:00 PM.

Participants will drive an estimated 50 miles along the historic stage route covering the stretch from Warner Ranch to Penasquitos Ranch.  Join noted Overland Mail and San Diego County Historians Steve Van Wormer, Chris Wray, Lynne Christenson, Ken Woodward, and Sue Wade as they discuss travel on the Overland Mail route.  Between Warners and Penasquitos, the tour will stop for discussion at Santa Ysabel, Ramona, and San Pasqual and we will discuss the various stops and what we know about how they functioned to support the stage portion of the San Antonio and San Diego Mail line.
