Trail Use, Lake Oroville SRA
In order to ensure the health, safety, and convenience of the public, the following regulations shall apply, in accordance with the California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Section 4359(a), the following trails are designated for use by horse or saddle pack animals: 

Equestrian use is permitted and confined to the following designated areas:

(a)  Dan Beebe Trail from Lakeland Blvd to the Bidwell Saddle Dam

(b)  Roy Rogers Trail

(c)  Loafer Creek Loop Trail

(d)  Multi-use section of the Potter Ravine Trail

(e)  Loafer Creek Horse Camp

(f)  Multi-use section of the Lime Saddle Trail

In accordance with the California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Section 4360, the following trails are closed to use by bicycles or operator propelled devices:

(a)  Roy Rogers Trail

(b)  Loafer Creek Loop Trail

(c)  Dan Beebe Trail from Lakeland Blvd. to the Bidwell Saddle Dam
(d)  Rattlesnake Trail

(e)  Wyk Island Trail
Exceptions to this order may only be granted in writing by a Superintendent, Northern Buttes District, 400 Glen Drive, Oroville, CA  95966. 

Nothing herein contained shall be construed in derogation of other provisions of law.
