• Folsom Powerhouse – vegetation reduction for protection of unique historic 1895 power 
house and associated structures 

• Lake Natoma bike pathway – south end from Nimbus Flat to Lake Natoma Inn – minor 
trail maintenance and site clearance 

• Negro Bar – mostly litter pick up 

• Nimbus SRA – beach cleanup 

• Below Nimbus Dam – litter pick up and debris removal 

• STAR VI Memorial at Lake Natoma, a monument erected by the Sacramento County 
Sherriff’s Department to honor those who died in a Sheriff’s helicopter crash there on 
July 13, 2005 – refreshing plants and flowers.   
 

Visitors should be aware that there could be trail delays on portions of the multi-use 
trails surrounding Lake Natoma during the event.
