e Patch asphalt road and re-contour service road to existing conditions; and

e Abandon copper cable in place.

All work conducted in association with this Right of Entry will comply with all State and Federal
environmental laws, including but not limited to the Endangered Species Act, California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), and Section 5024 of the Public Resources Code.
