The new map panel will be installed in the Swimming Beach Trailhead area on an existing level surface that is
large enough for park visitors using wheelchairs to approach and view unhindered. Work will:

Excavate two (2) 18-in. x 24-in. deep holes and set sonotube forms;
Pour concrete into the forms and set brackets;

Once concrete is dry, attach the map panel posts to the brackets; and
Spread excavated soils around the project area, filling in low areas.
